This is an email his family received on 9/21/07

Hello everyone! This may be the only chance I get to
contact you guys for a while. | hope everyone is
well. I'm currently in the Dyala River Valley. | can
see Iran from here! Things here are incredibly
hostile. | can rarely use the Stryker due to the IED
threat here. So far, we've lost three Strykers just this
week. | now am usually on the ground fighting along
with the line squads. My platoon has suffered heavy
casualties, the heaviest losses in the battalion so
far. | cannot even begin to tell you what it's been like
here. It would take me all night. It's so crazy but I've
been doing well. I'm a little tired but no worse for
wear. I've been doing a good job as a ground soldier
especially for the amount of time I've spent in the
Stryker. | was awarded a coin from a two star
General this morning for my work in Baloor and there
is a rumor of me being put in for an Army
Commendation Medal for valor. That may not happen
but it makes me feel good to know that my leadership
thinks that highly of my work. Tl tell you the story
when | get home. Keep an eye out for us in the
news. What we are doing here is huge. Once again
I'll explain when | get home.

Please tell everyone | said Thank You for their
thoughts and prayers. Please tell Dennis | said Thank
You for the package and especially for the photos.
Also please tell everyone to pray constantly for us as
we are in constant danger against a trained and
vigilant enemy. Please also pray for the people in
Iraq as they suffer the effects of a war being fought in
their neighborhoods and enemies willing to kidnap
and torture their children. Pray for the children as
well. They don't deserve the things they are forced to
deal with.

Well, I'll write and call
when | can but it may be a
while. We have a huge job to
take care of before we can
relax again. | wish you all the
best. | love and miss you.

Samuel was not told in advance exactly which of
Jesse’s sons was the chosen one, so when he sa

But Samuel was quite wrong. The Lord said to
Samuel, “Do not consider his appearance or| his
height, for | have rejected him.

Man looks at| the
outward appearance, but the Lord looks at the feart
| Samuel 16:7

Samuel, by this time in his life, was a mature,
respected and very powerful figure in Israel. dnotf
the elders of Bethlehem actually trembled when they
met him.

But to God, the great Judge Samuel was still a
student as much in need of counseling and instncti
as he had been when, as a newly weaned toddler, he
had been placed in the hands of the priest Eli.

And so it is with all of us. None of us ever
outgrow our need for the Lord’s guidance. Andodll
us, if we are honest, must admit that just as Samue
did, we often jump to conclusions and make
judgments and decisions on the basis of outward
appearance.

Consider the life of Isaac Watts 1674-1748),
father of English hymnody.

Isaac was a very bright child who had a great
flair for languages and took to studying them at an
early age. He learned Latin at the age of 5, Gegek
9, French at 11, and Hebrew at 13 under the tuéorag

of the Reverend John Pinhorne at the
School, Southampton.

His mother, no slouch in the language
department herself, worked with him for twelve
years developing his skill at writing rhymes and
verses.

He gained much of his theological training
from his father, a Nonconformist Minister.
Because of his Nonconformist background jand
\beliefs, he was not permitted to attend any of the
large universities aligned
with the Church of Englan
so in 1690 he entered the
Nonconformist Academy at

ree

Stoke Newington, near
London.

Following hi
graduation, he returned

home and spent the next
two years writing many of
the hymns and spiritual
songs which are now world famous. For several
years thereafter he did some tutoring and served
as assistant to the pastor of the Mark Lane
Independent Chapel, London; and at the age of
twenty-eight, he was ordained pastor of this
xchapel whose attendance grew rapidly under his
leadership.
His hymns spread to other congregations and
in 1707 were published in book form under the
title, Hymns and Spiritual Songs.
Among others, Watt's beautiful phrasing
attracted the attention of a young woman who fell
in love with him through his poetry. She
corresponded with him and through their
exchanged letters, Watts also fell in love with; her
and they agreed to meet.
